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The concept draws inspiration from the rich cultural heritage of Palestine,
specifically the intricate patterns found in the Palestinian Tatriz and the
traditional Thobe. It combines the geometric precision of Tatriz embroidery with
the flowing elegance of Thobe's cross-stitching. Each letterform will reflect the
detailed cross-stitching and traditional motifs embroidered in vibrant colors like
red, green, and black. The typography evokes a sense of heritage and pride,
offering a visual connection to Palestine's history and identity while maintaining
modern usability.
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
